	History:
	The first LCR was held in Annapolis, Maryland in 1993 raising over $30,000. Since its origin, nationally the event has raised over $18 million with over 17,000 participating sailors.  47 regattas took place last year bringing in over $2.8 million alone.  This year will be the 4th annual Leukemia Cup Regatta in Southern Nevada hosted by the Nevada Yacht Club, raising to date over $104,000.   With the combination of fundraising dollars from the sailing participants and sponsorships, such as yours, we have set a goal to raise over $50,000 locally in 2006. 	 Who:
